REQUEST FOR MENTORING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into on the date indicated below by and between the BOARD OF EDUCATION OF _________________________________ (hereinafter “District”), _________________________ (hereinafter "Mentoring Provider”), and the Illinois Principals Association, as the State of Illinois’ mentoring program manager.

W I T N E S S E T H:
WHEREAS, Illinois law at 105 ILCS 5/2-3.53a requires that all new principals participate in a one year mentoring program; and

WHEREAS, the Mentoring Provider is a State approved provider of mentoring services; and

WHEREAS, the District has employed new principals required to participate in the new principal mentoring program and desires that Mentoring Provider to help facilitate this process; and

WHEREAS, the Parties understand that the State of Illinois has contracted with the Illinois Principals Association to oversee the State’s mentoring program.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein and other good and valuable consideration, receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1.
The Mentoring Provider agrees to provide mentors for each new principal delineated in Section 2, below.  The Mentoring Provider represents that mentors have undergone the training required by the State of Illinois to serve as mentors. 

2.
The District certifies that there are ____ new principals in the District who will participate in the mentoring program through the Mentoring Provider.  The names of the new principals are as follows:  _______________________________________________

3.
The Parties understand that mentors and the Mentoring Provider are compensated for their services by the Illinois State Board of Education through an appropriation by the Illinois General Assembly for this purpose.  The District shall in no case be required to pay any additional fees for mentoring services.

4.
This Agreement shall remain in effect for the 2009-10 school year.

5.
The District agrees not to file any lawsuit or other action or otherwise attempt to hold responsible the Illinois Principals Association or Mentoring Provider for mentoring services provided under this Agreement.

6. 
The District agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the Illinois Principals Association and Mentoring Provider if either party is named in a lawsuit or other action brought against the District or new principal resulting from the actions of the new principal.

7.
The District understands that the mentor – new principal relationship is solely for the educational benefit of the new principal, and the District may not seek the mentor’s input regarding the new principal’s performance or otherwise contact the mentor without the express consent of the new principal.
